SCIENCE: 


Monday - Thursday    Study the following vocabulary like you were studying for a test: 


Force - something that causes an object to move, to change or stop its motion; a push/pull





Motion – the process of changing position/place 





Gravity – a pulling force between two objects; the force depends on the masses and how close the objects are to each other





Newton’s 1st Law, Inertia - An object at rest stays at rest.  An object in motion stays in motion until acted upon by an outside force.





Newton’s 2nd Law, Force Equals Mass X Acceleration - Force is proportional to the mass of the object and acceleration. What does this mean? Acceleration increases as the force increases.





Acceleration - change in speed over time





Newton’s 3rd Law, Action/Reaction -   For every action there is an equal and opposite reaction.





Mass – the amount of matter in an object





Speed – how fast an object moves?





Inertia – objects at rest stay at rest (They won’t move unless a force acts upon them.) and objects in motion stay in motion until gravity or another force stops them





Friction – The force that acts against motion when two surfaces are touching.  Friction slows down or stops objects in motion.
